¶ Help them organize their backpack: you will probably want to wait until school starts to find out exactly what 
binders, notebooks, etc. that teachers will want for class.  Sometimes they are very specific depending on 
the subject. 

¶ Prepare an area in your house for them to study with good light and that is quiet.  You should see them with 
homework every night. 

¶ Check School Loop every couple of days.  When you see a zero for an assignment, check with your child 
and or teacher.  You can e-mail the teachers right from School Loop.

Transition to Rogers Middle School 

 
Many of our graduating 5th Graders will be transitioning to Will Rogers Middle School for the 2018-19 school 
year.  An orientation letter will be mailed to incoming Rogers 6th Graders over the summer, but here is some 
information you may want to know now: 
 

¶ On June 5 (Tuesday) at 9:00 a.m., Lowell students will be taking a tour of the Rogers campus.  While some 

buildings are still closed for Measure E improvements, the entire Rogers campus is expected to be 

refurbished and ready to go (with air conditioning!) when the new school year begins. 

¶ On August 27 (Monday), Rogers will host a 6th Grade orientation session called WEB. A mailing will be sent 

out over the summer with additional information. 

¶ Rogers school uniforms are white tops and black bottoms.  Rogersô Associated Student Body (ASB) sells 

school spirit wear, and other tops may be available during the school year depending on the student 

activities your child joins.  An order form for ASB items is included on page 10; completed forms should be 

returned to the Rogers office. 

¶ Outerwear is ñRogers Red.ò  Rogers PTA sells hooded logo sweatshirts in a variety of sizes.  An order form 

is included on page 9 and should be turned in at the Rogers office. 

¶ Your child is required to have a change of clothes (grey shirt and red shorts, no logos or graphics) for P.E.  

These can also be purchased through the Rogers PTA, or you can purchase them on your own. 

¶ The Rogers office does not have any clothing inventory for sale.
