Meet the Masters 

March & April 2018

- Henri Rousseau 

 
In March, we will be learning about Henri Rousseau . . . we are excited to see the great work that our kids will 
be working on!! 
 

      
 
Henri Julien F®lix Rousseau was a French post-impressionist painter in the Naµve or Primitive manner. 
 
He was born on May 21, 1844, in Laval, France.  While working as a toll collector in Paris, he taught himself to 
paint and exhibited his work almost annually from 1886 until the end of his life.  Rousseau was given the 
nickname "Le Douanier" ("the customs officer") by his acquaintances in the Parisian avant-garde.  He only 
became a full-time artist at the age of 49, after retiring from his post at the Paris customs office ï a job that 
prompted his famous nickname, "Le Douanier Rousseau," or, "the toll collector."  
 
Although an admirer of artists such as William-Adolphe Bouguereau and Jean-Leon Gerome, the self-taught 
Rousseau became the archetypal naµve artist. His amateurish technique and unusual compositions provoked 
the derision of contemporary critics, while earning the respect and admiration of modern artists like Pablo 
Picasso and Wassily Kandinsky for revealing "the new possibilities of simplicity." Rousseau's best-known works 
are lush jungle scenes, inspired not by any firsthand experiences of such locales (he reportedly never left 
France), but by frequent trips to the Paris gardens and zoo. 
 
We are excited to present Henri Rousseau as our first Artist in 2018!

The Meet-The-Masters program would not be possible without the collaboration of our great parent volunteers, 
Lowell faculty, and our MTM representative, Sonya Stone.  Here are the steps each lesson plan follows: 
 
1. Sonya Stone leads students through an artist introduction in our school Auditorium using slide presentations, 
prints, props, and music.  Sessions last 20-45 minutes depending on grade level.  The parent volunteers attend 
the 5th Grade assembly. 
 
2. Following the 5th Grade assembly, Sonya Stone then teaches a one-hour parent volunteer/faculty art project 
lesson at 3:30 p.m. in the school Library. 
 
3. Next, based on the in-classroom art lesson dates/times Lowell teachers have scheduled, parent 
volunteers/faculty generate the 90-minute, hands-on art project with students.  In-classroom lesson schedules 
are posted in the school workroom and on each grade-level work basket.  Each grade shares a work basket 
with art supplies that rotates through the classrooms beginning with the earliest lesson date.  Lessons are 
completed within two weeks following the assembly/training sessions. 
 
You MUST be a VIP in order to participate in this program.  If you are a new parent, make sure you get 
your VIP paperwork into the office as soon as possible. You will not be able to teach or assist in a 
lesson until you have your badge.  We would like to extend our thanks to all the MTM volunteer parents that 
signed up at Back-to-School Night.
